Before you use your Double Dipper™ warmer, remove all packaging
components and wash the lid and stoneware with warm soapy water
and dry thoroughly. Never submerge unit in water and always unplug
before cleaning. The Double Dipper™ warmer is designed for heating
and holding your favorite dips or sauces at the perfect serving
temperature.

NOTE: The unit is not designed for use with uncooked meats. If a recipe

calls for meat, it should be fully cooked before combining with other

ingredients and heating it in the unit.

1. Fill each stoneware compartment with desired dip and cover. The
capacity of each stoneware compartment is af)proximately 1to
1% cups. Always fill the stoneware V2 to % full. To prevent
spillover, do not fill stoneware higher than % full. Turn unit on.

2. Heat about 30 to 60 minutes or until dip is hot or completely
melted. Stir dip occasionally while melting or heating.

3. Remove cover for serving. Once heated, we do not recommended
warming dips in the Double Dipper™ warmer longer than 4 hours.

4. ltis recommended that both compartments of the Double Dipper™
warmer are used. In the event only one chamber is used, fill the
remaining chamber with water before turning on the unit.
