Use the spanner (P) to loosen the M8 nut (2) and gasket (1) from the rear 
axle. Remove and put the protective cover (3) from the axle in the trash.

Install the wheel (J) to the rear axle (4). Use spanner (P) to secure the wheel with M8 gasket (1) and M8 
nut (2) and cover the wheel with wheel cover (H).

Use the spanner (P) to loosen the M8 nut (2) and M8 gasket (1) from the front axle (3).

Slide the wheels (J) to the front axle (3). Use spanner (P) to secure the wheel with M8 gasket (1) and 
M8 nut (2) and cover the wheel with wheel cover (H).

Connect the steering wheel terminal (M) 
and the body terminal (S), then align the 
steering wheel (A) to the steering column 
and connect as shown in the diagram.

Charging the battery

• Recharge the battery if the vehicle operates slowly.
• The vehicle cannot be operated when charging.

• Check the product regularly and make sure there is no missing or loose parts. Re-tighten any loose parts
if necessary.

• Make sure there is no cracked or broken plastic parts.
• Keep away the product from heat and humid area, cover it with trap when not in use.
