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TO WEIGHT
1. WEIGHING MODE
A. Put the scale on a hard and flat surface.
B. When using a bowl, it is important to center it on the
Clrd glass platform before turning on the scale.
C. Press button to turn on the scale.
o 1] D. LCD will wake up showing all segments it up. Press
& l.! to select weight mode.
E. You can start weighing now. Place your food at the center
o of the weighing platform or in the bow! you are using.
F. If you are weighing water or milk, press button
l:': to choose the volume weighing mode.
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. VOLUME WEIGHING MODE

. Put the scale on a hard and flat surface.

. Press button to turn on the scale.

. Wait until the LCD shows « O » and then press

button to choose « Water » or « Milk ».

. Put the empty container in which you will pour your liquid

on the scale.

. Then, press button to reset the LCD.

Pour your liquid into the container. LCD shows the

volume you are pouring.

. Press button to go back to the regular

weighing mode.

ZERO » or « TARE » FUNCTIONS

The zero and tare functions allow you to weigh items
consecutively without having to remove the mass
already on the platform. For example, if you are
using a bowl, these functions allow you to weigh the
content of the bowl without counting the weight of
the bowl.
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ZERO FUNCTION

* When sum of all loads on scale <4% scale’s max capacity
(under 2009), the LCD will show « Og » each time
button is pressed. Icon « o » will show on left
lower corner of LCD, indicating zero function is active.
Max weight capacity is not reduced by tare amount if less
than 200g.

TARE FUNCTION

* When total sum of all loads on scale > 4% scale’s max
capacity (over 200g), the LCD will show « Og » each time
button is pressed. Icon « tare» will show on left
upper corner of LCD, indicating tare function is active.
Max weight capacity is reduced by tare amount.

« Under this condition, if you press button, you
will see the total weight of all loads.

AUTOMATIC SHUT-OFF

Auto shut-off occurs if display shows « O »
or shows the same weight reading for 2
minutes.

MANUAL SHUT-OFF

To maximize battery life, always press to
turn off the scale after using.

CLEANING AND CARE

citrus juices. Always use the scale on a hard flat surface.
